What information will | be able to access on the Family Portal?

The Family Portal displays all your student's scores for the FSA, FAA, FAST, B.E.S.T., Science and
Social Studies, FCLE K—12, and Star assessments. You will also be able to print out an Individual Student Report of your student’s results
for all assessments excluding Star assessments.

Download Detailed Report, you can also print an Individual Student Report for that test.

How should | interpret my student’s test results?

Student Reports.

How do scores for FAST Progress Monitoring 1 and 2 affect my student’s overall performance?

Each progress monitoring assessment covers the full-year content expectations for a particular grade level and subject. Therefore, at the
beginning of the school year (PM1) and at the middle of the school year (PM2), students may not yet be at grade level; however, this does
not necessarily indicate that a student is not on track to succeed by the end of the school year (PM3). The results from PM1 and PM2 are
for informational purposes only, providing teachers and families information to help guide instruction and support throughout the school
year based on a student's strengths and weaknesses.
